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In the first week, we discussed and got acquainted with the definition of language, which is that
language is an essential means of communication and interaction between people and the
expression of feelings. Language has functions, the most important of which is the
communicative function. Chomsky said that language is a tool for free human expression and
thinking. There are two types of language, first, the first language, which is also called by other
names, which is the indigenous language and the main language, as well as the mother’s
language. Secondly, it is the second language or the foreign language, which is the other or
second language that the child learns after the first language and is acquired and learned from
school or institutes.

We also learned about three important terms, namely, language acquisition, which is the process
by which the language ability of a child or a person develops.

First Language Acquisition Learn about first language development and acquisition in children.
Third, second language acquisition is the second language development that is learned and
applicable to children and adults. Language acquisition has been divided into two parts, namely,
a biological factor, meaning that the language is acquired from instinct, or the language is
inherited from the parents (print). Second, language acquisition is a social factor, i.e., language is
acquired from the child's environment (imprinting).
