In the second week, the lesson was about the method of first language acquisition and the characteristics
of each stage. There are five stages of language acquisition, which are, first, the stage of screaming and
crying, which is from birth to the age of two months, where at this stage the child begins to pronounce
and make some sounds and cries and screams so that his needs are met. Secondly, the stage of babbling,
which is from two to five months old, and begins by repeating sounds like Papa or Mama. Third, the stage
of imitation and simulation, which is from the age of 9 to 10 months, and the child begins to imitate those
around him with facial expressions and tries to draw attention by coughing, for example. Fourth, which is
the stage of speech and understanding, and it starts from the age of one to two years. At this stage, the
child begins to understand some words and pronounces single words. Fifth, the stage of speech and
understanding between the ages of 3 to 4 years, where the child begins to form sentences and acquire
parts of speech according to the order: nouns, verbs, and tools.

There are ways for adults or adults to talk to children, which are speaking slowly, using a higher pitch,
varying vocal tones, using shorter and simpler sentences to be understood, repeating and modifying
speech. The difference between language acquisition and language learning is, acquisition is controlled
and controlled in its language of hope, and the child finds himself in front of a reality that motivates and
supports him to acquire language. And learning, which is the conscious process that begins after the age
of five, which is the age of schooling, and the child receives a quantity of knowledge related to language
education in a programmed and planned manner.
